The twenty eight letters of the Arabic alphabet are divided into two groups,
namely (538 3 g ya (Huroof-e-Qamari) and  gweds & g ya (Huroof-e-Shamsi).

Study the following passage in this context.

The compound words Jlul ¢os and 8l 445 are pronounced as "Baitul maal”
(JL Jiss) and "Nooruddin" ((pd 83 43) respectively.

(1) In the first word, i.e. Jldl ey, J is pronounced. The letter after "J" is "
which belongs to the group of Qamari Huroof.

(2) In the second word ¢pdll 445, letter “J” is not pronounced. The letter after
“J7is "¢" which is pronounced twice (i.e. it is mushaddad). So the letter '§” belongs to
group of "Shamsi Huroof".

The rule is that if after J a Qamari Harf occurs then 'J is pronounced and if a
Shamsi Harf occurs after 'J then 'J is not pronounced and the Shamsi Harf is
pronounced twice. A list containing examples of these letters is given below for study
and reference purposes.
